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Quebec Artists and Arts Organizations Funded by the Canada Council in
2001-2002

The Québec City theatre collective Ex Machina received a $250,000 grant in 2001-2002,
through the Canada Council’s Operating Grants to Professional Theatre Organizations
Program. Under the vision of artistic director Robert Lepage, Ex Machina has developed
over the past decade into an internationally renowned, multidisciplinary theatre collective
that operates through collaboration and coproduction with both international and national
performing arts companies. Ex Machina is a unique model of company. All company
members from set designers to administrative staff participate in the creation process,
assisting in the selection of works, and offering feedback on performances in development.
Extensive international tours and coproductions are a second distinguishing characteristic of
Ex Machina: in 2001, Lepage’s “far side of the moon” and “Le Polygraphe” played to
audiences across the United States, Europe and Australia. Other projects include
productions of Que Viva Frida, La Célestine, and George Orwell’s 1984.

In 2001-2002, the Canada Council awarded $15,000 in funds to Les Amis des Jardins de
Meétis, an organization that hosts Canada’s annual “Festival International de jardins”.
Funds were awarded through the Council’s Project Assistance to Visual Arts, Craft and
Architecture Organizations Program, and were directed towards the publication of a
catalogue featuring ten gardens created by international landscape architects for the 2001
edition of the festival. Inaugurated in 1999, the festival takes place on an historic garden
property in Grand-Métis, Québec, first developed in the 1920’s by owner Elsie Reford. The
garden is renowned for its imagination, its unique botanical collection, and its naturalistic
setting. The festival aims to bring together landscape artists, sculptors and architects to
create a series of temporary gardens using diverse approaches. The Festival international de
jardins is a unique Canadian cultural event that has earned international recognition:
“Prestigious magazines in Canada, the United States, France, England and Italy had glowing
reports on the Festival, (with) British magazine Country hife call(ing) it the most ambitious
of all the recent garden festivals taking place worldwide.”

Montreal’s multicultural contemporary art forum Vues d’Afrique received $30,000 in funds
from the Canada Council in 2001-2002. The grant was awarded through the Council’s
Project Assistance to Visual Arts, Craft and Architecture Organizations Program. The Vues
d’Afrique forum, founded in 1983, is an attempt to disseminate Creole and African artwork
and culture more widely within Canada, while also facilitating exchanges between artists of
African origin and other Canadian artists. The forum consists of multidisciplinary
exhibitions in Montréal and Haiti, publications, and a colloquim in Montréal, to which the
2001-2002 funds contributed.

1 Report on the 2000 edition of the Festival international de jardins



A theatre production project grant of $20,000 was awarded to Montreal’s Black Theatre
Workshop in 2001-2002, to assist with their production of the Canadian play Afrika Solo.
In addition, the company received $30,000 in funds through the Council’s Equity
Intersectional Capacity Building Program, for a total of $50,000 in grants in 2001-2002.
Founded in 1972, the Black Theatre Workshop is the only English speaking, professional
Black theatre company in the province of Québec. The company’s mission is to encourage
and promote the development of a Black and Canadian Theatre rooted in literature and
reflecting the creative will of Black Canadian writers and artists. Their production of Afrika
Solo, by playwright and Governor General’s Literary Awards winner Djanet Sears, reflects
this mission. Originally produced in 1987, the play tells the story of a young Black woman’s
journey of self-discovery via her travels to England, Saskatoon and Africa. The Black
Theatre Workshop has toured in the United States, and was invited in 2001 to present their
work in Dublin, Ireland. In showcasing works that reflect the experiences of Black
Canadians, the Black Theatre Workshop has found a wide audience both at home and
abroad over the past three decades.

In 2001-2002, the Thunder Hawk Dancers of Kahnawake, QC were awarded $20,000 in
funds through the Council’s Aboriginal Peoples Collaborative Exchange: National Program.
The Thunder Hawk Dancers are a twenty-member Mohawk dance troupe that have been
performing locally, regionally and in the northern United States since 1995. Funding in
2001-2002 will allow the troupe to participate in a cultural exchange with the Le-La-La
Dancers of the Kwakwa'wakw Nation on the West Coast of British Columbia in September
2002. The itinerary includes cultural workshops in First Nations communities in Victoria,
Comox and Alert Bay, where the Thunder Hawk troupe will demonstrate Iroquois song and
dance traditions. Notes director Steve McComber: “This experience will provide a unique
opportunity for our two nations to develop an awareness, knowledge and understanding of
each other’s traditional values and ways. We feel this will benefit many people as our troupe
has members from age five to sixty, therefore this exchange will cross many generations.”

Since 1997, the city of Shawinigan has played host to a unique gathering - The Shawinigan
Street Theatre Festival. In 2001-2002, the festival received a grant of $10,000 through the
Inter-Arts Office, Multidisciplinary Festivals Project Grants Program. The festival, which
drew over 100,000 visitors in 2001, transforms the city into a ‘fresh and altered universe’, as
artists use city streets, apartments, balconies and public spaces as a backdrop for street
theatre. Foreign artists play a vital role in furthering the development of Canadian street
theatre organizations and collectives: since the festival’s inception, 96 foreign artists have
performed at the festival. The July 2002 edition of the festival features thirty artists and/or
collectives, including Compagnie Off (France) and their work “Les Girafes”, Vox Théatre
(Ottawa) and their work “Klaxons Atoniques”, and Les Cubiténistes (Belgium) with their
work “Ciné Zénon Palace.” Festival organizers aim for a sense of unity between all acts
selected for a given year; in this sense, the Shawinigan Street Theatre Festival offers three
days of activity but only one true spectacle.

2 Project description, Thunder Hawk Dancers Application, January 2002



Montreal’s Projet Porte-Parole was awarded $20,000 in Canada Council funds in
2001-2002. An emerging theatre company, Projet Porte-Parole received a $10,000 Theatre
Production Project Grant Program, as well as a supplementary award of $10,000 through the
Canada Council’s Artists and Community Collaboration Fund. The Artists and Community
Collaboration Fund is a two-year investment designed to give the arts a stronger presence in
everyday life. Projet Porte-Parole’s new production “2000 Questions” fufills this mandate.
The documentary play uses both mainstream media reports and private testimonies from a
variety of Canadians to examine world events that have shaken North American financial
markets during the first two years of the new millennium. Project Porte-Parole’s artistic
co-directors Annabel Soutar and Alex Ivanovici view the production of “2000 Questions” as
a dramatic challenge: the play attempts to give form to an invisible, electronic stock market,
and to contrast this with more intangible human values. Project Porte-Parole believes that
theatre can intensify its cultural role by recognizing the disappearance of public arenas and
reprodLéi:ing them through socially-responsive and artistically-groundbreaking documentary
theatre.

Compagnie musicale La Nef is a Montreal-based musical production ensemble that seeks
to bring audiences of all ages to new understandings of Early Music. In 2001-2002, the
group received a total of $30,000 in grants through the Canada Council’s Residencies and
Commissioning of Canadian Compositions Program and Concert Production and Rehearsal
Program. The ensemble commissioned Robert Marcel Lepage, a Montreal composer who
works mainly in film, to create a suite of musical pieces with the working title or theme “La
Machine a explorer le temps” (the Time Machine). The music ranges from primitive
rhythms to contemporary sounds, illustrating to audiences that patterns can be found in
music throughout the ages. Founded in 1991, Compagnie musicale La Nef consists of a core
group of twenty performers from Early, Classical and New Music backgrounds playing
music from the Middle Ages to the Renaissance. Their performances include a theatrical
dimension that draws out for audiences the full emotional range and poetry found within
Early Music. This combination of music and drama has won international praise, with the
company presenting its works “Music for Joan the Mad”, “Montségur” and “Perceval”
to audiences throughout North and South America, Europe and Asia.

The Canada Council awarded $38,500 to the Blue Metropolis Foundation of Montreal in
2001-2002. Grants were provided through the International Marketing and Promotions
Program (Outreach Office) and the Literary Readings and Festivals Program. The Blue
Metropolis Foundation attempts to increase public appreciation of writing and writers by
organizing numerous activities throughout the year, including the celebrated Blue
Metropolis International Literary Festival. Through the Outreach Office funding,
Artistic Director Linda Leith was able to attend two significant international literary festivals
in Hay-on-Wye and Edinburgh, UK. The purpose of the trip was to scout and invite writers
for future festivals in Montreal;, promote new Quebec authors; to establish contact with
other festival directors and to network with international publishers, editors and literary
journalists. Short-term gains from the trip included visits from international writers as well
as a growing awareness of the unique features of the Blue Metropolis festival. Long-term
gains will include increased international recognition of Quebec and other Canadian writers.

3 Projet Porte-Parole project description, February 2001.



In 2001-2002, several Quebec artists received Governor General’s Awards in Visual and
Media Arts from the Canada Council. Each laureate was awarded $15,000 through the
Council’s Prizes and Endowments Section. Winners included multidisciplinary artist
Charles Gagnon, who has been one of most influential Canadian artists of the past forty
years; aboriginal artist Edward Poitras, whose work has been included in many major
contemporary Native art exhibits of the last twenty years; Barbara Steinman, whose pieces
focus on issues of tolerance and the fragility of boundaries; and Irene Whittome, an
interdisciplinary, internationally-known artist with over a hundred solo and group exhibitions
to her credit. The Canada Council is proud to recognize the achievements of these artists,
who have all helped make the Canadian art scene as vibrant and engaging as it is today.



Artistes et organismes artistiques du Québec ayant recu un appui
financier du Conseil des Arts du Canada en 2001-2002

Ex Machina, collectif de théatre de la ville de Québec, a recu une subvention de 250 000 $
du Conseil des Arts en 2001-2002, par I'entremise du programme de Subventions de
fonctionnement aux organismes professionnels de theéatre. Fruit de la vision du directeur
artistiqgue Robert Lepage, la compagnie Ex Machina a, depuis une décennie, évolué comme
collectif de théatre multidisciplinaire de renommée mondiale qui fonctionne selon un modele
de collaborations et de coproductions avec d’autres compagnies d’art d’interprétation a
I’échelle nationale et internationale. Ex Machina est une compagnie unique en son genre.
Tous les membres de la compagnie, des décorateurs jusqu’au personnel administratif,
participent au processus de création, contribuent a la sélection d’ceuvres et offrent leur avis
sur les performances en développement. L’ampleur des tournées internationales et des
coproductions constitue une deuxiéme trait distinctif de cette compagnie : en 2001, les
ceuvres far side of the moon et Le polygraphe ont été présentées a des publics aux Etats-
Unis, en Europe et en Australie. Parmi les projets d’avenir du collectif, mentionnons Que
Viva Frida, La Célestine, et 1984, ceuvre de George Orwell.

En 2001-2002, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a attribué 15 000 $, par I'entremise de son
programme d’Aide de projet aux organismes des arts visuels, des métiers d’art et de
I'architecture, aux Amis des Jardins de Métis, organisme responsable du Festival
International de jardins, qui est un événement canadien annuel. Les fonds ont servi a la
publication d’un catalogue illustrant dix jardins créés par des architectes paysagistes venus de
partout au monde pour I'édition 2001 du festival. Lancé en 1999, le Festival se déroule dans
un jardin historique a Grand-Métis, au Québec, créé dans les années 1920 par M™ Elsie
Reford, alors propriétaire des lieux. La renommée du jardin est attribuable a I'imagination
dont témoigne sa conception, a la richesse de sa collection botanique et au souci de
naturalisme qui y est manifeste. Le Festival réunit des artistes paysagers, des sculpteurs et des
architectes qui créent des jardins temporaires selon différentes perspectives. Evénement
culturel unique au Canada, le Festival international de jardins a acquis une renommée
internationale. « Des revues prestigieuses au Canada, aux Etats-Unis, en France, en
Angleterre et en Italie ont publié des comptes rendus élogieux du Festival. La revue
britannique Countrﬁ Life a qualifie le Festival du plus ambitieux des festivals de jardins
récents au monde. »

Le forum multiculturel d’art contemporain Vues d’Afrique, a Montréal, a recu une aide
financiere de 30 000 $ du Conseil des Arts en 2001-2002, par I'entremise du programme
d’Aide de projet aux organismes des arts visuels, des métiers d’art et de I'architecture. Créé
en 1983, le forum Vues d’Afrique tente de diffuser les ceuvres d’art et la culture créoles et
africaines plus largement au Canada, tout en facilitant les échanges entre les artistes d’origine
africaine et d’autres artistes au Canada. Le forum consiste en des expositions
multidisciplinaires a Montréal et a Haiti, des publications et d’un colloque a Montréal, auquel
les fonds versés en 2001-2002 ont d’ailleurs contribué. Les organisateurs du colloque
espérent « créer un espace critique de réflexion et d’échange entre créateurs des périphéries
(Afrique, Caraibes) et ceux des « centres » du monde industrialisé ».

Une subvention de projet de production en theéatre de 20 000 $ a été attribuée au Black
Theatre Workshop, de Montréal, en 2001-2002. Les fonds ont servi a la mise en scéne de la
piece de théatre canadienne intitulée Afrika Solo. La compagnie a aussi recu 30 000 $, par
I'entremise du Programme d’acroissement de la capacité, du Bureau de I'équite, ce qui
représente une aide totale de 50 000 $ en 2001-2002. Fondé en 1972, le Black Theatre
Workshop est la seule compagnie de théatre professionnelle et anglophone de Noirs au
Quebec. La mission de la compagnie est d’encourager et de promouvoir le développement
d’un théatre noir et canadien dont les racines sont littéraires et qui reflete la volonté de
création des écrivains et des artistes noirs au Canada. La mise en scéne par la compagnie de
I'ceuvre Afrika Solo, créée par Djanet Sears, dramaturge et lauréate d’un Prix littéraire du
Gouverneur général, reflete cette mission. Originalement présentee en 1987, la piece narre le
cheminement d’une jeune Noire vers la découverte d’elle-méme, dans le cadre de ses voyages
en Angleterre, a Saskatoon et en Afrique. Le Black Theatre Workshop a effectué des
tournées aux Etats-Unis et a été invité, en 2001, & présenter son ceuvre a Dublin, en Irlande.
En présentant des ceuvres qui refletent le vécu des Canadiens de race noire, le Black Theatre
Workshop s’est créé un public nombreux au pays et a I'étranger au cours des trois dernieres
décennies.

En 2001-2002, les Thunder Hawk Dancers, de Kahnawake au Québec, ont recu 20 000 $
du Conseil des Arts, par I'entremise du volet national du programme d’Echanges coopératifs
entre artistes des peuples autochtones. Le groupe des Thunder Hawk Dancers est une troupe
de danse mohawk de vingt membres qui donne des spectacles locaux, dans la région et au
nord des Etats-Unis depuis 1995. Grace au financement recu en 2001-2002, la troupe pourra
participer a un échange culturel avec les Le-La-La Dancers de la nation Kwakwa'wakw, sur
la cAte ouest de la Colombie-Britannique, en septembre 2002. L’itinéraire comprend
plusieurs ateliers culturels dans des communautés des Premiéres nations a Victoria, a Comox
et a Alert Bay. La troupe Thunder Hawk exécutera des chants et des danses traditionnels des
Iroquois. Comme I'a noté le directeur Steve McComber : « Nos deux nations ont ainsi une
occasion unique d’étre sensibilisées aux valeurs et aux modes de vie traditionnels de I'une et
I'autre nations, de mieux les connaitre et de les comprendre davantage. Nous estimons que
bien des gens profiteront de cet échange, puisque notre troupe compﬁe des membres de cing
a soixante ans. Ainsi plusieurs générations profiteront de I'’échange. »

Depuis 1997, la ville de Shawinigan est I’héte d’un rassemblement unique — le Festival de
théatre de rue de Shawinigan. En 2001-2002, le Festival a recu une subvention de

10 000 $ du Conseil des Arts, par I'entremise du programme Inter-arts de Subventions de
projet aux festivals multidisciplinaires. Le Festival, qui a attiré plus de 100 000 spectateurs en
2001, transforme la ville en un « univers frais et paralléle ». Les artistes se servent des rues de
la ville, des appartements, des balcons et des lieux publics comme arriére-scene du theatre de
rue. Les artistes de I'étranger jouent un réle essentiel dans le cheminement des organismes et
des collectifs canadiens de théatre de rue : depuis le lancement du Festival, 96 artistes de
I'étranger y ont présenté des spectacles. L’édition de juillet 2002 du Festival comprend trente
artistes et collectifs, incluant Compagnie Off (France) qui présente son ceuvre Les girafes,
Vox Théatre (Ottawa) et son ceuvre Klaxons atoniques, et Les cubiténistes (Belgique) et
leur ceuvre Ciné Zénon Palace. Les organisateurs du festival veulent créer une certaine

unité parmi les différentes ceuvres présentées la méme année. Ainsi, le Festival de théétre de
rue de Shawinigan offre trois journées d’activités, mais un seul spectacle.

Le Projet Porte-Parole, de Montréal, a recu 20 000 $ du Conseil des Arts du Canada en
2001-2002. En tant que compagnie de théatre réecemment fondée, le Projet Porte-Parole a
recu une Subvention de projet de production en thééatre de 10 000 $, ainsi qu’une somme
additionnelle de 10 000 $, par I'entremise du Fonds de collaboration entre les artistes et la
communauté, du Conseil des Arts. Le Fonds de collaboration entre les artistes et la
communauté, fonds attribué pour une durée de deux ans, vise a accorder aux arts plus
d’importance dans la vie quotidienne. Intitulée 2000 questions, la nouvelle ceuvre du Projet
Porte-Parole remplit ce mandat. La piece documentaire fait appel aux rapports des médias
grand public et aux témoignages personnels d’une varieté de Canadiens : elle examine les
éveénements mondiaux qui ont secoué les marchés financiers d’Amerique du Nord pendant
les deux premieres années du nouveau millénaire. Les deux codirecteurs artistiques, Annabel
Soutar et Alex lvanovici, pergoivent la production de 2000 questions comme un défi
dramatique : la piece tente de donner forme a une bourse électronique invisible et d’opposer
celle-ci a des valeurs humaines plus intangibles. Le Projet Porte-Parole est convaincu que le
théatre peut intensifier son réle culturel en reconnaissant la disparition des tribunes
publiques et en les reproduisant sous forme d’'un théatre documentaire sensibilisé a la
dimension sociale et avant-gardiste sur le plan artistique®

La Compagnie musicale La Nef, ensemble de production musicale situé a Montréal,
cherche a favoriser une nouvelle appréciation de la musique ancienne aupres des publics de
tout 4ge. En 2001-2002, le groupe a regu une aide financiére de 30 000 $ du Conseil des Arts,
par I'entremise du programme de Résidences et commandes de compositions canadiennes, et
du Programme de répétition et de production de concerts. L’ensemble a commandé une
suite de piéces musicales a partir du theme « La machine a explorer le temps » de Robert
Marcel Lepage, compositeur montréalais qui travaille principalement aux trames sonores de
films. Par le biais d’'une musique qui varie des rythmes primitifs jusqu’aux sons
contemporains, le public prend conscience que certaines structures se répétent d’'un age
musical a I'autre. Fondée en 1991, la compagnie La Nef est composée d’un noyau de vingt
interpretes ayant une formation en musique ancienne, classique et contemporaine et qui
jouent de la musique du Moyen-Age jusqu’a la Renaissance. Leurs spectacles comportent une
dimension théatrale qui permet au public de ressentir la grande richesse d’émotions et de
poésie contenues dans la musique ancienne. La compagnie est louangée sur la scene
internationale pour son intégration d’une dimension théatrale a la musique : La Nef présente
ses ceuvres Musiques pour Jeanne la folle, Montségur et Perceval a des publics dans les
deux Ameériques, en Europe et en Asie.

En 2001-2002, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a attribué 38 500 $ a la Fondation
Metropolis bleu de Montréal, par I'entremise du programme d’Activités de marketing et de
promotion internationales (du Bureau de la promotion de la diffusion), et du programme des
Rencontres littéraires et festivals litteraires. La Fondation Metropolis bleu veut sensibiliser le
public a 'importance de I'écriture et des écrivains, en organisant de nombreuses activités
pendant I'année, incluant le Festival littéraire international Metropolis bleu. Gréce au
fonds attribués, la directrice artistique, M™ Linda Leith a pu assister a deux importants
festivals littéraires internationaux & Hay-on-Wye et & Edinbourg, au Royaume-Uni. Pendant
son voyage, elle a rencontré des écrivains qu’elle a invités aux futurs festivals a Montréal; fait
la promotion des nouveaux auteurs du Québec; établi des contacts avec les directeurs
d’autres festivals; et fait du réseautage avec des maisons d’édition, des éditeurs et des
journalistes littéraires a I'échelle internationale. Parmi les gains a court terme de son voyage,
mentionnons la visite d’écrivains de renommée internationale, ainsi qu’une connaissance de
plus en plus répandue des aspects uniques du Festival Metropolis bleu. Parmi les gains a long
terme, on retrouve une plus grande reconnaissance internationale des écrivains du Québec et
du Canada.

En 2001-2002, quelques artistes du Québec ont recu des Prix du Gouverneur général en arts
visuels et en arts médiatiques du Conseil des Arts du Canada. Chaque lauréat a recu 15 000 $
par I'entremise du Service des prix et dotations du Conseil. Parmi les lauréats, comptons
Charles Gagnon, artiste multidisciplinaire et I'un des artistes canadiens les plus influents
depuis 40 ans; Edward Poitras, artiste autochtone, dont les ceuvres ont fait partie de
nombreuses expositions d'importance sur I'art autochtone contemporain depuis 20 ans;
Barbara Steinman, dont les ceuvres portent sur des sujets tels la tolérance et la fragilité des
frontieres; et Irene Whittone, artiste interdisciplinaire de renommeée internationale qui a
participé a plus d’une centaine d’expositions collectives ou en solo. Le Conseil des Arts est
heureux de célebrer les réalisations de ces artistes qui ont tous contribué a rendre la scéne
artistique canadienne d’aujourd’hui si trépidante et invitante.



Funding to Quebec, 2001-2002

In 2001-2002, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $38 million to the
arts in Quebec.

In addition to grants, $3.6 million in payments was provided to 4,016 authors through
the Public Lending Right Program in 2001-2002. This brings the total amount of
Canada Council funding to Quebec to $41.5 million.

The Council awarded almost $7 million in grants 731 artists and $31 million to
628 Quebec organizations in 2001-2002.

Grants were awarded to artists and arts organizations in Quebec in each artistic
discipline — dance, music, theatre, visual arts, media arts, inter-arts and writing and
publishing. In 2001-2002, the largest amount of funding went to Theatre ($7.9 million).
Writing and Publishing received the second largest amount of funding ($7.7 million),
followed by Music ($6.6 million).

Funding to artists and arts organizations in Montreal totaled $27.8 million, comprising
more than 73% of the total funding going to the province. Quebec City received

$3.9 million in funding, representing 10% of total funding. 159 additional communities
in Quebec received 17% of the province’s funding for a total of $6.2 million.

190 Quebec artists and arts professionals served as peer assessors in 2001-2002, making
up 30% of all peer assessors. 83% of assessors were Francophone, and 17% were
Anglophone.

Over 4,000 applications from Quebec artists and arts organizations were assessed in
2001-2002, representing 31% of the total number of assessed applications. The number
of applications to Quebec increased by 11% between 2000-2001 and 2001-2002,
however, the proportion of Quebec applications assessed (of total assessed applications)
remained almost identical (32%).

Quebec artists and arts organizations received 31% of Canada Council funding in
2001-2002. In comparison, the province makes up 25% of the cultural labour force, and
24% of the Canadian population.



Aide attribuée au Québec, 2001-2002

En 2001-2002, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé 38 millions de dollars aux arts en
Québec.

Un montant de 3,6 millions de dollars a en outre été payé a 4 016 écrivains et écrivaines
de I'Québec dans le cadre du Programme du droit de prét publict, ce qui porte a
41.5 millions de dollars l'aide attribuée a I'Québec.

Le Conseil a accordé 6,9 millions de dollars en subventions a 731 artistes de I'Québec,
ainsi que 31,0 millions de dollars a environ 628 organismes artistiques de cette province
en 2001-2002.

L'aide du Conseil a touché toutes les disciplines - danse, musique, théatre, arts visuels,
arts médiatiques, lettres et édition et art interdisciplinaire. En 2001-2002, le plus gros
pourcentage de I'aide est allé au théatre (7,9 millions de dollars), puis aux lettres et a
I'édition (7,7 millions de dollars) et a la musique (6,6 millions de dollars).

Des subventions de 27,8 millions de dollars ont été accordées aux artistes et organismes
artistiques de Montréal, ce qui représente plus que 73 p. 100 de l'aide a la province. La
ville de Québec a recu 3,9 millions de dollars (10 p. 100 du total). Les 159 autres
collectivités du Quebec ont recu en total 6,2 millions de dollars (17 p. 100 du total).

190 artistes et professionnels des arts ont été engagés comme membres de jurys,
évaluateurs et conseillers en 2001-2002, ce qui répresente 30 p. 100 de tous les membres
de jurys auxquels le Conseil fait appel. 83% des membres de jurys du Quebec étaient
francophones, et 17% étaient anglophones.

Plus de 4,000 demandes d’appui presentées par des artistes et des organismes artistiques
de I'Québec ont été évaluées en 2001-2002, ce qui représente 31 p. 100 du total des
demandes évaluées. Le nombre de demandes provenant de I'Québec en 2001-2002 a
augmenté de 11 p. 100 par rapport aux chiffres de 2000-2001. Cependant, la proportion
des demandes évaluees provenant de cette province est demeuré inchangée a 32 p. 100.

Les artistes et organismes artistiques de I'Québec ont regu 31 p. 100 des subventions du
Conseil des Arts du Canada en 2001-2002. La province répresente 25 p. 100 de la
population active culturelle, et 24 p. 100 de la population totale du Canada.

Selon le Recensement de 1996, la province de I'Québec compte 182 000 personnes dans
la population active culturelle y inclus presque 46 000 artistes.
