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Funding to Saskatchewan, 2003-2004

e In 2003-2004, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $3.1 million to the arts in
Saskatchewan.

e In addition to grants, $166,000 in payments was provided to 291 authors through the Public Lending
Right Program1 in 2003-2004. This brings the total amount of funding to Saskatchewan to $3.2
million.

e The Council awarded almost $332,000 in grants to 48 artists and over $2.7 million to 61 Saskatchewan
arts organizations in 2003-2004.

e Grants were awarded to artists and arts organizations in Saskatchewan in each artistic discipline —
dance, music, theatre, visual arts, media arts, interdisciplinary and performance art and writing and
publishing. In 2003-2004, the largest amount of funding went to visual arts ($971,000). Theatre
received the second largest amount of funding ($701,000), followed by writing and publishing
($430,000).

¢ Regina and Saskatoon received equal amounts of funding from the Canada Council in 2003-2004; each
city was awarded $1.4 million, or 46% of total funds. Sixteen additional communities in Saskatchewan
received $256,194 in grants in 2003-2004.

e 25 Saskatchewan artists and arts professionals served as peer assessors in 2003-2004, making up 3.3%
of all peer assessors. 88% of assessors from Saskatchewan were Anglophone, and 12% were
Francophone.

e 311 applications from Saskatchewan artists and arts organizations were assessed in
2003-2004, representing 2.2% of the total number of assessed applications.

e Saskatchewan artists and arts organizations received 2.4% of Canada Council funding in 2003-2004.
In comparison, the province makes up 2.3% of artists, and 3.1% of the Canadian population.

e Consumer spending and operational expenditures in the sport, culture and recreation sectors in
Saskatchewan results in $602 million in provincial GDP and over $1.4 billion in total economic
activity annually.” Sport, culture and recreation related spending generated $343 million in wages and
salaries, and created over 12,800 jobs in the province in 2000.”

e En 2003-2004, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé des subventions d’une valeur totale de prés de
3,1 millions de dollars aux arts de la Saskatchewan.

e Un montant de 166 000 § a en outre été payé a 291 écrivains et écrivaines de la Saskatchewan dans le
cadre du Programme du droit de prét public en 2003-2004". Ceci équivaut 4 un montant total de
subventions de 3,2 M$ pour la Saskatchewan.

e Le Conseil a accordé 332 000 § en subventions a 48 artistes de la Saskatchewan, ainsi que 2,7 millions
de dollars a 61 organismes artistiques de cette province en 2003-2004.

e [T’aide du Conseil a touché toutes les disciplines - danse, musique, théatre, arts visuels, arts
médiatiques, lettres et édition et les arts interdisciplinaires.

Saskatchewan Artists and Arts Organizations Funded by the Canada Council, 2003-
2004

Métis author, playwright and filmmaker Maria Campbell of Gabriel’s Crossing, SK, received the $50,000
Molson Prize in 2004 for her extensive contribution to Canadian and Aboriginal literature. Campbell’s
autobiography Halfbreed is an alternative perspective on native Canadian history, and chronicles her
personal experiences with discrimination, poverty, and injustice. Her body of work includes four
children’s books, as well as Stories of the Road Allowance People, a series of oral tales translated into
print.

Persephone Theatre, based in Saskatoon, received a $177,500 grant through the Canada Council’s
Operating Grants to Professional Theatre Organizations in 2003-2004. During the 2004 season,
Persephone Theatre will showcase The Diary of Anne Frank as well as the Bavarian folk tale The
Black Rider, which involves romance, magic and demonic mischief. The theatre will also present the
world premiere of In a World Created by a Drunken God, a tale of “two brothers, two cultures, [and]
two countries [that] meet in a surprise visit from a not so distant past.””’

In 2003-2004, the Saskatoon Symphony Orchestra was awarded a total of $152,400 through the Canada
Council’s Professional Orchestra Program. Funding contributed to the orchestra’s 6™ Annual Festival of
New Music, which features original contemporary compositions by Canadian composers. The festival
was very successful despite severe winter blizzard conditions.

Moose Jaw’s Living Skies Festival of Words was supported by a $25,000 grant through the Literary
Readings and Festivals program in 2003-2004. Canada Council funding will contribute to the 2004
festival, entitled Far and Wide, which will focus on culturally diverse Canadian literature and feature
authors from minority groups. In 2004, several prominent authors, including Jane Urquhart and David
Adams Richards will participate in the festival. Every year, Living Skies introduces Canadians to a
“panoply of imaginative language” ® spanning diverse genres, from fantasy to mystery, to appeal to a wide
audience.

The Canada Council awarded Regina fringe theatre Curtain Razors a $7,500 grant through the Theatre
Production Project Grants program in 2003-2004. With the Canada Council’s assistance, Curtain Razors
showcased their production of Byrna Barclay’s A Room With Five Walls, a contemporary poetic and
biographical drama of a man’s battle with schizophrenia. At one point, the production featured an
innovative choral juxtaposition representing the left and right side of a schizophrenic mind.

Saskatoon writer Elizabeth Phillips received a $20,000 grant through the Canada Council’s Grants to
Professional Writers — Creative Writing Program in 2003-2004 to work on her fourth book, a poetry
anthology. Council funding will allow Phillips to produce a manuscript with themes describing the body
as a conduit of experience, metaphor, moment, wilderness, conjunction and disjunction. Phillips will
experiment with new long poem writing styles, involving drop line, line breaks, riffs and repetition to
represent intense physical and psychic experiences.

The Flicks International Children’s Film Festival received $2,600 through the Media Arts Section’s
Dissemination Project Grants program in 2003-2004. Flicks showcases educational but interesting

children’s films as an alternative to the violent images that children can be exposed to through the media.
In 2004, Flicks offered three comprehensive puppet filmmaking workshops for children aged 6 to 14.
Canada Council funding contributed to the screening of Tangly Wood, a film about an artist who collects
trash to create artwork. The artist picks up an ashtray that brings back childhood memories and inspires
her to create artwork to deal with the demons of her past.

Takwakin Performance Laboratory, established in Paynton, SK, was awarded a $8,000 grant through
the Canada Council’s Theatre Production Project Grants program in 2003-2004 to produce workshops for
the play The Sleeping Land. Inspired by their expedition to Evenkia, Russia, The Sleeping Land
provides an indigenous perspective on the Tunguska Explosion of 1908, which occurred in Evenkia. The
Sleeping Land conveys spiritual and prophetic messages of hope for humanity based upon a catastrophic
event.

With the assistance of a $48,500 grant awarded through the Canada Council’s Grants to Film and Video
Artists — Production Grants program in 2003-2004, Regina filmmaker Robin Schlaht will produce
Fragments About (What Else?) Love. Fragments portrays the separate lives of two characters: a
heartbroken Francophone who blindly flees Montreal for Moose Jaw after his high school sweetheart’s
wedding, and an acting student in an obsessive pursuit of securing Juliet’s role, who meet at the end of the
film, and whose future together is left up to the audience’s imagination.

In 2003-2004, Regina’s best kept secret and pride of the fransaskois community, the traditional French
musical ensemble La Raquette a Claquettes received a total of $15,700 through the Music Touring
Grants and Music Festival Travel Grants program. Canada Council funds permitted the guitar, mandolin,
accordion, piano, and banjo playing, tap-dancing musicians to tour and host workshops across Ontario,
and attend the music festival Les Folkoriques de Tadoussac. The band consists of one québecois, one
franco-Manitobian, one fransaskois, and one Irish francophile, who formed La Raquette a Claquettes
after a successful one-night stint playing together.

Saskatoon fiddlers John and Vicki Arcand were awarded a $8,234 grant through the Aboriginal Peoples
Music Program in 2003-2004. Council funds contributed to Métis fiddling workshops for youth at the
sixth annual John Arcand Fiddle Fest 2003. Known as the ‘Master of the Métis Fiddle’, John presented
his original compositions at the Canada Council’s National Aboriginal Day celebration in Ottawa. He also
provided musical accompaniment for a Red River Jig dance competition, demonstrated by Aboriginal
volunteers during the celebration.



Aide du Conseil des Arts du Canada aux artistes et aux organismes artistiques de la
Saskatchewan pour 2003-2004

L écrivaine, auteure dramatique et cinéaste métisse Maria Campbell de Gabriel’s Crossing en
Saskatchewan a recu le Prix Molson de 50 000 § en 2004 pour sa contribution exceptionnelle a la
littérature canadienne et autochtone. L’autobiographie de M™ Campbell, Halfbreed, présente une
nouvelle perspective sur lhistoire des autochtones canadiens et raconte ses expériences personnelles de
discrimination, de pauvreté et d’injustice. Le corpus de son ceuvre comporte quatre livres pour enfants
ainsi que Stories of the Road Allowance People, série de contes oraux sous forme imprimée.

Le Persephone Theatre de Saskatoon a recu une subvention de 177 500 § en 2003-2004 dans le cadre du
programme Subventions de fonctionnement aux organismes professionnels de théatre du Conseil des Arts
du Canada. Au cours de la saison 2004, le Persephone Theatre présentera The Diary of Anne Frank
ainsi que le conte populaire bavarois The Black Rider, qui méle romance, magie et malice démoniaque.
Le théatre présentera aussi la premicre mondiale de In a World Created by a Drunken God, un conte 2
propos de « deux freres, deux cultures et deux pays qui se rencontrent au cours d’une visite surprise dans
un passé pas si distant que ¢a’».

En 2003-2004, le Saskatoon Symphony Orchestra a requ 152 400 § en subventions dans le cadre du
Programme d’aide aux orchestres professionnels du Conseil des Arts. Ce financement a contribué a la
tenue du 6° Annual Festival of New Music de l'orchestre, qui présente des compositions originales
contemporaines de compositeurs canadiens. Le festival a connu un grand succes malgré le rigoureux
blizzard hivernal.

Le Living Skies Festival of Words de Moose Jaw a recu une subvention de 25 000 § dans le cadre du
programme Rencontres littéraires, festivals littéraires et résidences d’écrivains en 2003-2004. Le
financement du Conseil des Arts du Canada contribuera a la tenue du festival 2004 intitulé Far and Wide,
qui mettra 'accent sur la diversité culturelle de la littérature canadienne et présentera des auteurs issus de
groupes minoritaires. En 2004, plusieurs auteurs célebres, incluant Jane Urquhart et David Adams
Richards, participeront au festival. Chaque année, Living Skies présente aux Canadiens une « panoplie
de langages imaginatifs'’ » de genres variés allant de la fantaisic au mystére de facon a séduire un large

public.

Le Conseil des Arts du Canada a attribué au théatre expérimental de Regina Curtain Razors une
subvention de 7 500 § en 2003-2004 dans le cadre du programme Subventions de projet de production en
théatre. Avec I'aide du Conseil, Curtain Razors a présenté sa mise en scéne de A Room with Five Walls
de Byrna Barclay, drame poétique et biographique contemporain a propos de la lutte d’'un homme contre
la schizophrénie. Au cours du spectacle, une juxtaposition chorale originale représente les cotés gauche et
droit de ’esprit schizophrénique.

L’écrivaine de Saskatoon Elizabeth Phillips a recu en 2003-2004 une subvention de 20 000 § dans le
cadre du programme Subventions aux écrivains professionnels — Création littéraire pour son travail sur
son quatriéme ouvrage, soit une anthologie de poésie. Les fonds du Conseil aideront M™ Phillips a
produire un manuscrit s’articulant autour de thémes décrivant le corps comme un conduit ou circulent

expérience, métaphore, moment, sauvagerie, conjonction et disjonction. Elle expérimentera un nouveau
style d’écriture sur de longs poémes incluant des lignes courtes, des retours a la ligne, des riffs et des
répétitions afin de représenter des expériences physiques et psychiques intenses.

Le Flicks International Children’s Film Festival a recu 2 600 $ de subvention en 2003-2004 dans le
cadre du programme Subventions a la diffusion des arts médiatiques du Service des arts médiatiques.
Flicks présente des films pour enfants, éducatifs mais intéressants, comme alternative aux images
violentes auxquelles les enfants sont exposés par les médias. En 2004, Flicks a animé trois ateliers
intensifs de réalisation de films avec des marionnettes destinés a des enfants de 6 a 14 ans. Les fonds du
Conseil des Arts du Canada ont contribué a la projection de Tangly Wood, film sur un artiste qui
collectionne les rebuts pour les transformer en ceuvres d’art. I’artiste ramasse un cendrier qui le ramene a
des souvenirs d’enfance, ce qui lui fournit linspiration nécessaire pour créer un chef-d’ceuvre lui
permettant d’affronter les démons de son passé.

Le Takwakin Performance Laboratory, ¢tabli a Paynton en Sakatchewan, a re¢u une subvention de
8 000 § dans le cadre du programme Subventions de projet de production en théatre du Conseil des Arts
en 2003-2004 pour travailler en atelier a la picce The Sleeping Land. Inspirée d’une expédition a Evenkia
en Russie, elle présente un point de vue indigene sur Iexplosion de la Toungouska de 1908 qui s’est
produite a Evenkia. The Sleeping Land véhicule, en prenant appui sur un événement catastrophique, des
messages spirituels et prophétiques d’espoir pour 'humanité.

En 2003-2004, avec l'aide d’une subvention de 48 500 § provenant du programme Subventions aux
artistes du cinéma et de la vidéo — Subvention de production, le cinéaste de Regina Robin Schlaht
produira Fragments about (What Else ?) Love. Ces Fragments présentent les vies séparées de deux
personnages : un francophone au cceur brisé qui, aveuglément, a quitté Montréal pour Moose Jaw apres les
noces de sa petite amie de college, et une étudiante en théatre dans une poursuite obstinée pour obtenir le
role de Juliette. Ils se rencontrent a la fin du film, et leur avenir commun est abandonné a I'imagination du

public.

En 2003-2004, 'ensemble de musique franco-canadienne traditionnelle La Raquette a Claquettes, secret
le mieux gardé de Regina et fierté de la communauté fransaskoise, a recu des subventions totalisant
15700 § dans le cadre des programmes Subventions de tournées de musique et Aide aux déplacements
pour les festivals de musique. Les fonds du Conseil des Arts du Canada ont permis aux musiciens (guitare,
mandoline, accordéon, piano, banjo) et danseurs de claquettes de partir en tournée et d’animer des ateliers
en Ontario, ainsi que de participer au festival de musique Les Folkoriques de Tadoussac. [orchestre
est formé d’un Québécois, d’un Franco-Manitobain, d’un Fransaskois et d’un Irlandais francophile qui ont
créé La Raquette a Claquettes apres une nuit passée a jouer ensemble.

Les violoneux de Saskatoon, John et Vicki Arcand, ont recu en subvention 8 234 § par 'entremise du
Programme de musique des peuples autochtones du Service de la musique en 2003-2004. Les fonds
attribués par le Conseil ont été alloués a des ateliers de violon métis a I'intention des jeunes lors de la 6°
édition annuelle de la John Arcand Fiddle Fest 2003. Connu comme le « maitre du violon métis », John
a présenté ses compositions originales lors de la Journée nationale des Autochtones du Conseil des Arts
du Canada, a Ottawa. Il a aussi fourni 'accompagnement musical 2 un concours de danse Red River Jig,
donnée par des bénévoles autochtones durant la célébration.
