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Funding to Alberta, 2004-2005

In 2004-2005, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $7.6 million to the arts in Alberta.

In addition to grants, $405,000 in payments was provided to 728 authors through the Public Lending
Right Program in 2004-2005'. This brings the total amount of Canada Council funding to Alberta to
$8.0 million.

Grant funding to Alberta has increased by 2.9% over the last five years, from $7.4 million in 2000-2001
to $7.6 million in 2004-2005.

The Canada Council awarded close to $740,000 in grants to 122 Alberta artists and $6.9 million to 159
Alberta arts organizations. 10% of the grants awarded in the province went to individuals, while 90%
were awarded to organizations.

Grants were awarded to artists and arts organizations in Alberta in each artistic discipline — dance,
interdisciplinary and performance art, media arts, music, theatre, visual arts and writing and publishing.
In 2004-2005, the largest amount of funding went to music ($2.2 million). Theatre received the second
largest amount of funding ($1.8 million), followed by visual arts ($980,000).

Funding to artists and arts organizations in Calgary totaled $3.6 million, comprising 48% of the total
funding going to the province. Edmonton received a little over $3.0 million in funds (40% of total
funding), while Banff received $446,000 and Lethbridge $231,000. 23 additional communities in Alberta
including Canmore, Medicine Hat and Red Deer were awarded funds in 2004-2005.

945 applications from Alberta artists and arts organizations were submitted to Council in 2004-2005,
representing 5.7% of the total number of applications received.

52 Alberta artists and arts professionals served as peer assessors in 2004-2005, making up 7.2% of all
peer assessors.  92% of assessors from Alberta were Anglophone, and 8% were Francophone.

Alberta artists and arts organizations received 06.3% of Canada Council funding in
2004-2005. In comparison, the province makes up 8.9% of artists, and 10% of the Canadian
population.”

“Albertans spent $2.5 billion on cultural goods and services in 2003, or 3.3% of total consumer
spending in the province. The$2.5 billion in consumer spending on culture is five times larger than the
$500 million spent on culture in Alberta by all levels of government in 2002/03. This is the highest
consumer-to-government spending ratio of all the provinces. On a per capita basis, Albertans’ cultural
spending is the highest of all provinces at $838 per resident.””

e En 2004-2005, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé 7,6 millions de dollars aux arts de I’Alberta.

e Un montant de 405 000 § a en outre été payé a 728 écrivains et écrivaines de ’Alberta dans le cadre du
Programme du droit de prét public en 2004-2005*, ce qui porte a 8,0 millions de dollars I'aide attribuée a
IAlberta.

Supporting Diversity in Excellence

Council also supports professional artists and artistic organizations’ endeavors through a great diversity of
programs. The following selection illustrates the scope of the projects supported by Council in Alberta:

Decidedly Jazz Danceworks, situated in Calgary, was awarded a total of $209,100 in several grants
through the Dance Section in 2004-2005. Council funds supported the production of ;Bullal: A Loud
Cuban Jazz Experience; the first fusion of Cuban music and dance, and jazz dance, performed by twenty
charismatic dancers, including eight Cuban guests. Cuban music and dance incorporates both African and
Spanish influences, adding to its international flavour. ;Bu/la! translates as making a racket or a fuss, and it
has had international success at the Havana International Jazz Festival in 2004 with its “sexy, sophisticated
show, driven by joyously intricate thythms and alive with movement that celebrates the music and sensuality
of the body.”’

Well-known investigative journalist and former Governor General’s Award laureate Andrew Nikiforuk’s
novel The Fourth Horseman Rides Again: More Tales of Plagues, Mass Death, and Other
Biological Mayhem was supported by a $14,000 grant through the Council’s Grants for Professional
Writers: Creative Writing program in 2004-2005. In his new novel, Nikiforuk discusses how biological
invasions and universal transmission of diseases endangers the health of living creatures, livestock, humans
and agricultural food supplies. Nikiforuk is an accomplished Calgary writer who won several awards
including five National Magazine Awards and the Atkinson Fellowship in Public Policy.

In 2004-2005, Stage Left Productions, based in Calgary, received $15,000 through the Multidisciplinary
Festivals Project Grants program to support Balancing Acts 4: Calgary’s Annual Disability Arts
Festival. Over fifty diverse emerging and established Canadian and international disabled artists performed
as part of the Balancing Acts celebration to an audience of five hundred. Through the Closing Night Gala,
artists with disabilities had the opportunities to network and promote their art. A creative movement
workshop was offered to fifty three individuals with disabilities. Twenty-eight visual artists showcased their

artwork in the Festival Gallery, and community outreach performances were offered by Canadian mental
health advocate, actor, and playwright Victoria Maxwell. Balancing Acts received extensive media coverage
through local television channels, CBC Radio and TV, and the Calgary Herald.

Red Deer writer Joan Crate received a $10,000 grant through the Grants for Professional Writers: Creative
Writing program to write her novel with the working title of Black Apple in 2004-2005. Set in a
southeastern Alberta residential school, Black Apple focuses on the inevitable nature of change through the
dreams, decisions, and chosen life paths of a gifted child, Rose, and Mother Grace. Rose’s ability to see
spirits in the school are seen as miracles as it is akin to viewing angels, therefore Mother Grace convinces
Rose that her destiny is to be a Sister in their order. Isolation from fellow peers breed sadness and romantic
affection from both a white and an aboriginal man encourage Rose to re-consider her current life path.
Rose’s second thoughts about her life further incite Mother Grace’s re-consideration of her own life as she
contemplates leaving or staying in her sisterhood.

In 2004-2005, Calgary-based choreographer, film producer and director Nicole Mion was awarded a $5,000
grant through the Dance on Screen Production Fund program to develop the fifteen minute 16 mm film
When Eve Wore Heels. ‘The short dance film describes the unique relationship between a
multigenerational cast with fashion’s medical accessories or decorative attire such as corsets. When Eve
Wore Heels captures personal stories of fashion and comments on the evolution of body shapes as
developed “from forms of adornment to that of medical appliance: high heels, the elaborate neck support of
an African princess, orthopedic shoes, and a push up brassiere.”®

The nationally-acclaimed Rembetika Hipsters, established in Calgary, was awarded a $3,800 grant through
the Council’s Music Festivals Travel Grants program in 2004-2005 to attend Rhythmes dn Monde in
Victoriaville, QC. Since 1996, the Rembetika Hipsters have been playing jazz-influenced bouzouki pop,
blues, country, folk, contemporary belly dance music; Greek, Balkan, and Middle Eastern compositions, and
authentic Greek Rembetika songs. Rembetika is defined as music composed by the early 20" century Greek
troubadours, “the dispossessed and downtrodden Byzantine Greek refugees expelled from Asia Minor
following the First World War and the establishment of the Turkish republic.””

Visual artist Rhonda Kozan, of Calgary, was able to research and study historical and contemporary
chandeliers in Murano, Italy, with the assistance of an $8,000 grant through the Council’s Grants to
Professional Artists — Fine Craft program in 2004-2005. Kozan’s research on chandelier designs and glass
working techniques dating from 1296 will serve as a basis for inspiration to create industrial “designs for
new lighting sculptures that re-invent the role of a chandelier and comment on its progression through
history.”"" Kozan’s glass art integrates both functionality and aesthetic aspects.

In 2004-2005, the Council awarded young double bass musician Robert Aldridge, of Sherwood Park, a
$750 grant through the Travel Grants to Professional Artists program to attend the prestigious and
competitive 2004 National Youth Orchestra (NYO) summer training program in Victoria, BC. As part of
his enrollment in the NYO, he had the opportunity to tour in every province from British Columbia to
Quebec. In the past, Aldridge participated as a double bass player in several international venues including
New York, Korea and Taiwan. Aldridge’s fascination with the double bass stems not from its dark warm
tones but his motivation to play an enormous and life-sized musical instrument.

The second largest labour arts organization, The May Week Labour Arts Festival, established in
Edmonton, was awarded a $14,000 grant through the Multidisciplinary Festivals Project Grants program in
2004-2005. The festival “brings together the labour movement, workers and artists to celebrate and support
working class culture and the contributions of artists and workers to our society.” '' Council funds
contributed to the travel costs for the women-centered First Nations theatre ensemble, Turtle Gals, and
Pervaiz Khan of community-based theatre Banner Theatre, set in the United Kingdom. Both Turtle Gals
and Pervaiz Khan provided theatre training workshops for the festival’s attendees.

Puppeteer and film-maker Peter Stinson, of Calgary, created The Kay Stories with the assistance of a
$41,000 grant through the Council’s Grants to Film and Video Artists — Production Grants program in
2004-2005.  The Kay Stories is a series of puppetry shorts about a young woman named Kay who is
developmentally disabled, and that’s “not just about a woman who is different, but are about tolerance,
decency, social responsibility, and everyone’s right to the pursuit of happiness.” ¥ Kay’s status as an
ordinary woman with a developmental disability from the remote community of Grande Prairie makes her a
more believable character in comparison to Hollywood movies that depict characters with disabilities,
according to Stinson.

Multidisciplinary francophone artist Daniel Dugas, of Calgary, was awarded a total of $12,000 in Canada
Council grants in 2004-2005. Dugas attended the International Conference on New Media Research
Networks in Charlottetown, PEI, with financial assistance through the Canada Council’s Travel Grants to
Media Arts Professionals program. A grant through the Spoken Word and Storytelling Program contributed
to Dugas’ production of Méme un détour serait correct, a series of video poems that portrays gated
communities and their affluent residents in a different light from the negative perspectives and attitudes
brought about by television reality and the general public. Dugas strives to “look and find, maybe, in this
topography of conflict, a neutral ground to build or re-build a livable space.”"

Le Conseil des Arts appuie en outre les projets d’artistes et d’organismes artistiques professionnels par
I'entremise d’une vaste gamme de programmes. Le texte qui suit illustre bien la diversité des projets appuyés
par le Conseil des Arts du Canada pour I’Alberta.

Decidedly Jazz Danceworks, situé a Calgary, a recu pour 2004-2005 un total de 209 100 § répartis en
plusieurs subventions pour la section Danse. Les fonds du Conseil ont financé la production de ;Bullal: A
Loud Cuban Jazz Experience, la premicre expérience d’une fusion entre la musique et la danse cubaines
ainsi que la danse jazz, exécutée par vingt danseurs charismatiques, dont huit cubains. La musique et la
danse cubaines sont inspirées d’influences africaines et espagnoles, ce qui vient ajouter une touche
internationale. ;Bu/la! se traduit par « faire du tapage » et il a connu un succes international lors du festival
international de jazz de La Havane en 2004, avec son « spectacle sexy et sophistiqué, emporté par des
rythmes joyeusement complexes et des mouvements qui célébrent la musique et la sensualité du corps ».'

Le roman d’Andrew Nikiforuk, journaliste d’enquéte réputé et ancien gagnant du prix du Gouverneur
général, The Fourth Horseman Rides Again: More Tales of Plagues, Mass Death, and Other
Biological Mayhem a bénéficié en 2004-2005 d’une subvention de 14 000 §, dans le cadre du programme
de subventions aux écrivains professionnels pour la création littéraire. Dans ce nouveau roman, Nikiforuk
discute de la fagon dont les invasions biologiques et la transmission universelle de maladies met en danger la
santé des étres vivants, du bétail, des humains et des produits alimentaires d’origine agricole. Nikiforuk est
un écrivain de Calgary accompli qui a gagné plusieurs prix, y compris cinq prix du National Magazine et
I’ Atkinson Fellowship in Public Policy.

En 2004-2005, Stage Left Productions, établies a Calgary, ont recu 15 000 § dans le cadre du programme
de subventions de projet aux festivals multidisciplinaires pour financer Balancing Acts 4: Calgary’s
Annual Disability Arts Festival Plus de cinquante artistes handicapés, en début de carricre et établis,
canadiens ou étrangers, ont participé a la célébration Balancing Acts devant cinq cents personnes. Pendant le
gala de la soirée de fermeture, les artistes handicapés ont pu établir des contacts et promouvoir leur art. Un
atelier créatif sur le mouvement a été offert a cinquante-trois personnes handicapées. Vingt-huit artistes
visuels ont présenté leur ceuvre a la Festival Gallery et Victoria Maxwell, porte-parole canadienne de la santé
mentale, actrice et dramaturge, a offert une prestation visant a communiquer avec la communauté. Balancing
Acts a été largement couvert par les médias, sur les chailnes de télé locales, a la radio et a la télé de la CBC,
ainsi que dans le Calgary Herald.

L’écrivaine de Red Deer, Joan Crate, a recu pour 2004-2005 une subvention de 10 000 § dans le cadre du
programme de subventions aux écrivains professionnels pour la création littéraire, pour la rédaction de son
roman qui porte le titre provisoire de Black Apple. L’histoire de Black Apple, qui se situe dans un
pensionnat du sud-est de I’Alberta, traite de I'inévitable nature du changement par les réves, les décisions et
le cheminement de vie de Rose, une enfant surdouée, et de mere Grace. La capacité de Rose a voir des
esprits dans I’école est vue comme un miracle, car cela se rapproche de la capacité a voir des anges, et mere
Grace convainc donc Rose que son destin est de devenir sceur dans leur congrégation. L’isolement Dattriste
et Paffection qu’ont pour elle un homme blanc et un Autochtone poussent Rose a reconsidérer son
cheminement de vie. Les doutes de Rose poussent mére Grace a réfléchir a ses propres choix et a se
demander si elle quittera la congrégation ou si elle y restera.

En 2004-2005, 1a chorégraphe, cinéaste et réalisatrice Nicole Mion, établie a Calgary, a recu une subvention
de 5000 $ dans le cadre du programme Fonds de production d'ceuvres de danse sur écran (programme
pilote) pour produire le film de quinze minutes When Eve Wore Heels en 16 mm. Le court métrage sur la
danse décrit les relations uniques d’une distribution multigénérationnelle avec des accessoires médicaux ou
des parures décoratives a la mode a leur époque, comme des corsets. When Eve Wore Heels relate des histoires
personnelles sur la mode et traite de ’évolution des formes du corps modifiées par « des parures autant que
des appareils médicaux : des talons hauts, le support de cou complexe des princesses africaines, des souliers
orthopédiques et un soutien-gorge balconnet ». '’

Rembetika Hipsters, acclamés partout au pays et établis a Calgary, ont recu une subvention de 3 800 §
pour 2004-2005 dans le cadre du programme d’aide aux déplacements pour les festivals de musique, pour
participer au festival Rythmes du Monde a Victoriaville, au Québec. Depuis 1996, Rembetika Hipsters
jouent du pop, du blues, du country, du folklore et du baladi contemporain, tout cela influencé de jazz, sur
un buzuki'®; ils jouent également des compositions grecques, balkaniques et moyennes-orientales, et des
chansons grecques Rembetika authentiques. Rembetika se définit comme une musique composée par les
troubadours grecs du début du 20° siecle, «les réfugiés grecs byzantins chassés et opprimés qui ont été
expulsés de I’Asie mineure aprés la Premiére Guerre mondiale et ’établissement de la république turque »."”

Lartiste visuelle Rhonda Kozan, de Calgary, a été en mesure d’étudier les chandeliers historiques et
contemporains a Murano, en Italie, grace a la subvention de 8 000 § qu’elle a recu pour 2004-2005, dans le
cadre du programme de subventions aux artistes professionnels en métiers d’arts. Les recherches de Kozan
sur les techniques de dessin et de travail de verrerie des chandeliers datant de 1296 serviront d’inspiration
pour créer des modeles industriels de « nouvelles sculptures d'éclairage qui réinventent le role du chandelier

et témoignent de sa progression dans lhistoire ».'® Le travail de verrerie de Kozan est autant fonctionnel
qu’esthétique.

En 2004-2005, le Conseil a accordé au jeune joueur de contrebasse Robert Aldridge, de Sherwood Park,
une subvention de 750$ dans le cadre du programme de subventions de voyage aux musiciens
professionnels, pour qu’il participe au prestigieux programme de formation estival de la National Youth
Orchestra (NYO) en 2004, a Victoria, en C.-B. En s’inscrivant a la NYO, il a eu l'occasion de faire une
tournée dans chacune des provinces, de la Colombie-Britannique au Québec. Dans le passé, il a joué de la
contrebasse lors de plusieurs événements internationaux, y compris a New York, en Corée et a Taiwan. La
fascination d’Aldridge pour la contrebasse ne vient pas de ses sons chauds et profonds, mais plutot de sa
motivation a jouer d’un instrument énorme.

Deuxieme organisme en importance voué a la célébration des arts et du travail, le May Week Labour Arts
Festival, établi 2 Edmonton, a recu 14 000 § en 2004-2005 dans le cadre du programme de subventions de
projets aux festivals multidisciplinaires. Le festival « rassemble le mouvement, les travailleurs et les artistes
pour célébrer et appuyer la culture de la classe ouvricre et les contributions des artistes et des travailleurs a
notre société ». " Le financement du Conseil a permis de payer les frais de déplacement de l'ensemble de
théatre autochtone consacré aux femmes, Turtle Gals, ainsi que ceux de Pervaiz Khan de 'ensemble de
théatre Banner Theatre, qui est établi au Royaume-Uni. Turtle Gals et Pervaiz Khan ont donné des ateliers
de formation théatrale aux participants du festival.

Le marionnettiste et cinéaste Peter Stinson, de Calgary, a ctéé The Kay Stories grace a une subvention de
41 000 § qu’il a reque pour 2004-2005, dans le cadre du programme de subventions aux artistes du cinéma et
de la vidéo pour la production. The Kay Stories est une série de courts métrages de marionnettes a propos
d’une jeune femme, Kay, qui est handicapée par un retard de développement, et « ce n’est pas seulement a
propos d’une femme différente, c’est aussi a propos de la tolérance, de la décence, de la responsabilité
sociale et du droit de chacun 2 aspirer au bonheur ». *’ Le statut de Kay en tant que femme ordinaire ayant
un retard de développement dans la communauté éloignée de Grande Prairie la rend plus crédible par
rapport aux films d’Hollywood sur les personnes handicapées, selon Peter Stinson.

Lartiste francophone multidisciplinaire Daniel Dugas, de Calgary, a recu pour 2004-2005 un total de
12000 § en subventions du Conseil des Arts du Canada. Dugas a assisté a la conférence internationale sur
les réseaux de recherche des nouveaux médias 2 Chatlottetown, a 'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard, grace a laide
financiere du programme de subventions de voyage aux professionnels des arts médiatiques. Le programme
d’aide a la littérature orale (création parlée et conte) a permis a M. Dugas de produire Méme un détour
serait correct, une série de po¢mes vidéo qui dressent le portrait des communautés grillagées et de leurs
résidants abondants, dans une perspective différente de celle, négative, présentée par la télévision et le public
en général. Dugas s’efforce de « trouver, possiblement, dans ce paysage de conflit, un terrain neutre pour
créer ou reconstruire un endroit vivable ».*
